Cycling Accidents Due to Improper Riding Increasing

Please be advised of the following
“Five Rules for Cycling Safety”
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@ Ride on the left :
general rule, cyclists should not use the sidewalk.

Bicycles are classified as lightweight vehicles. As a

Exceptions are for areas designated as a bike lane, children under 13 or
adults 70 and over, people with physical disabilities, and when a road is
narrow or obstructed by construction.

@ Abide by traffic signals : Follow traffic lights and signs at intersections to
prevent collisions with cars or other cyclists and pedestrians. Additionally,
pedestrians have the right-of-way, so cyclists must yield to allow pedestrians
to pass by either getting off of the bicycle to push it or stopping completely.

(® Use lights at night : Be sure to turn on your bicycle's light at night, and
attach reflective devices.

@ Do not drink and ride : As with driving any vehicle, never ride your
bicycle after drinking alcohol. Additionally, you must not provide your bicycle
to someone who is under the influence of alcohol, nor provide alcohol to
someone who is riding a bicycle.

® Wear a helmet : All cyclists are required to wear a helmet, including child
passengers.

*Failing to follow these cycling rules could result in a fine or arrest.
*#Bicycle insurance (which covers personal injury and liability) is strongly

recommended.
