Notice from Tokushima Polic

As of August 2023, Aka Kippu or “Red Tickets” will be given for violating
cycling regulations. Examples of common infractions include:

- Failure to stop (ichiji futeishi) - Cyclists must stop at all stop signs.

- Mobile phone use (keitai-denwa shiyou-nado) - Mobile phones cannot be used
while riding.

- Ignoring traffic lights/signals (shingo mushi)- Cyclist must obey traffic signals
as well as police hand signals.

- Riding on the wrong side (migigawa tsuukou) - Bicycles are classified as
lightweight vehicles, and should be ridden on the left-hand side of the road.

- Failing to stop at an active railroad crossing (fumikiri tsuuka ihan) - Never enter
a railroad crossing after the alarm has sounded or when the bars have been
lowered.

- Failure to yield to pedestrians (rosokutai tsuukou gimu ihan)- Cyclists must not
obstructs pedestrians ability to travel, particularly when on a roadside.

These violations are considered “dangerous acts”. An individual who has
committed two or more violations within a three-year period will be required to
attend a safety course. Failure to attend the course is punishable by a fine of up
to 50,000 yen.
